The only granddaughter Elizabeth – 

the daughter of Susanna – died 

childless in 1670. So he had no 

descendents.  

Shakespeare's family were all illiterate 

William did not go to college. 

His  wife Anne 

Hathaway was eight 

years older than 

Shakespeare. He was 

eighteen when he 

married her in 1582. 

They had three children 

– a son, Hamnet, who 

died in 1596, and two 

daughters, Susanna and 

Judith. Shakespeare's 

grandchildren all died.

   Sometime after his unsuccessful 

application to become a gentleman, 

Shakespeare took his father to the 

College of Arms to secure their own 

Shakespeare family crest.The crest was 

a yellow spear on a yellow shield, with 

the Latin inscription “Non Sans Droict”, 

or “Not without Right”.

 During his life, Shakespeare wrote 37 
plays and 154 sonnets! This means an 
average 1.5 plays a year since he first 
started writing in 1589. In addition 
there are a number of “lost plays”. 

 Shakespeare stopped writing plays 
and began writing his sonnets when 
the plague shut down his playhouse. 

 Leo Tolstoy disliked W. Shakespeare’s 
works so much that he considered him 
“an average author’.

 Shakespeare wrote the plays, 

not for the purpose of reading 

but to be performed on stage 

and therefore, he never 

published any of his plays. All 

thanks to his fellow actors –

 John Hemminges and Henry 

Condell who compiled and 

published 36 of them seven 

years after his death.

Few people realize that apart 

from writing his 

numerous  plays and sonnets, 

Shakespeare was also an actor 

who performed many of his 

own plays. 

There is evidence that he 

played the ghost 

in Hamlet and Adam in As You 

Like It. 
Shakespeare is referred to as an Elizabethan 
playwright. During his life he performed 
before Queen Elizabeth I and, later, before 
James I who was an enthusiastic patron of 
his works. 

Hamlet is the 

most produced 

play in the world. 

It is also the 

longest of 

Shakespeare’s 

plays 

Hamlet's 

monologue. 

 

Shakespeare and his company built TWO  

Globe Theatres.

 Shakespeare had one of the 
largest vocabularies of any 
English writer, about 30, 000 
words. 

 Shakespeare invented 1700 
new words and expressions. 
He invented such words as 
assassination 
(разрушение), 
fashionable(модный), in a 
pickle (попасть в 
переплет), bump 
(столкновение, глухой 
удар). Nearly 50 
Shakespeare’s neologisms 
are used in modern English. 

 It is believed that 
Shakespeare influenced the 
English language more than 
any other writer in history.

What’s more, according to the 
Literature Encyclopaedia, Shakespeare is the 
second most quoted English writer after the 
writers of the Bible.

In the King James Bible the 46th word of 

Psalm 46 is ‘shake’ and the 46th word 

from the end of the same Psalm is 

‘spear’. Some think this was a hidden 

birthday message to the Bard, as the 

King James Bible was published in 1611 – 

the year of Shakespeare’s 46th birthday. 

In 1890 an avid fan of Shakespeare Eugene  

Schieffelin imported two flocks of 60 starlings to 

America because Shakespeare mentioned them 

briefly in Henry IV. Source 

He also had an extraordinary grasp of medical 

science. In 37 plays he mentions practically all 

the diseases and drugs of the day and some of 

his descriptions could not be bettered by any 

modern doctor.

On his death Shakespeare 

made several gifts to 

various people but left his 

property to his daughter, 

Susanna. The only mention 

of his wife 

in  Shakespeare’s own 

will is: “I gyve unto my wief 

my second best bed with 

the furniture”. The 

“furniture” was the 

bedclothes for the bed. 

All Uranus’ satellites are named after 

Shakespearean characters, but not even a 

star has been named after the writer himself. 

 

Shakespeare is buried near the 

altar of Holy Trinity Church, 

where he was baptized, in 

Stratford-upon Avon. He wrote 

his own epitaph for 

his  grave  as a curse to repel 

grave thieves. His epitaph was: 

Good friend for Jesus’ sake 

forbear, 

To dig the dust enclosed here: 

Blest be the man that spares 

these stones, 

And curst be he that moves my 

bones.
